Welcome back! Below is a brief outline of what we will be learning in each subject during the first part of 
our Spring Term.    

 
Values and Virtues 

This half term our values and virtues theme is being Eloquent and Truthful.  
Children will learn about being compassionate towards understanding the Word of God and how we can 

make a difference to those around us through our thinking and actions. They will understand how good it 
is to be Loving in their daily lives and the importance of participation in class discussions in RE. We will
