Planting Seeds
Plant your own seeds. What do you need to do to plant
your seeds and then look after them?
Record down what happens as your plants grows - in
pictures and sentences using time conjunctions i.e. first
then, next, finally etc.

Addition / Subtraction
Continue practising adding and taking away.

This can be done practically using counters and counting
out how many altogether and how many are left.
Ext. Counting on and backwards in their heads/using a
number line. Remember which way to jump if you are
adding/subtracting. Record your humber sentences down.

Lent
Can you and your child talk about Lent and what this
means? Can you create a Lenten promise or a Lenten
prayer and write it down in your book? You can talk
about what you can do to help your parents/
grandparents or friends. Remember to start your
prayer with Dear God and finish it with Amen.

Have high expectations (you know what your child is capable of)

Always praise your child for their efforts.

Your child's writing must be written in pencil, not pen.
